 Highlights of our activities during this past year:

· Claudia Currie from Dartmouth Nova Scotia skied for Canada in the 35+ World Championships in Italy. We are all proud of her accomplishments and for being a great role model for our young skiers. Claudia earned a 4th place standing in Tricks, 7th in Slalom and 6th in Jump.
· Brody Newton of Springfield Lake earned a Gold Medal in Tricks at the National Championships.

· Scotia Sessions, Atlantic Canada’s first Cable Park opened in July near Nine Mile River. 

· The Provincial Water Ski School experienced one of its best years ever operating full time throughout the summer at various locations.  Each weekly session saw up to ten enthusiastic participants. For the first time ever, a week was spent in Antigonish County.
· Water skiing received more media coverage than usual this year. CTV featured a segment for Discover Boating which focused on “how to get started” in boating and water sports. In July, the local CTV morning show featured Claudia Currie in her lead up to the World Championships.

· Nova Scotia’s Junior Team of ten young athletes was active once again this year training weekly with Head Coach Claudia Currie. The Junior Team is an integral part of the plan to rejuvenate the sport in our Province.

· Four sanctioned tournaments were held in the Halifax area, including two Novice events.
·  Membership for 2010 lists approximately 300 individuals and family members.

· Our financial position remains strong with approximately $20,000 in the bank on September 30, 2010. In addition to our cash position and no debt, the Association owns a 2006 Moomba boat.
